Legal updates

GOVERNMENT RELIEF PACKAGE
AND LEGAL EXPENSES

Under the government’s relief package for
small to medium sized businesses a new
provision is provided for legal expenses
that alleviates cost, some confusion and
the time-consuming process of determining
if an expense is deductible or of a

capital nature.

The new legislation means that where a
taxpayer incurs legal fees up to $10,000
per year in deriving income or running a
business, the legal fees will be deductible
whether or not they are of a capital nature.

On the other hand, if more than $10,000
in legal fees is incurred the entire amount
shall be subject to capital limitation and
require examination to nd out if the fees
are deductible.

The clarity of what constitutes legal
services can be found in the Lawyers and
Conveyancers Act 2006. One requirement
is that the legal services provided are done
so by someone holding a current practicing
certi cate from the NZ Law Society or the
Australian equivalent.
